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Helping with Homework

Very few children actively enjoy completing homework.  For many it’s just a chore and getting your child to complete homework can be difficult!  The following tips may help:

· Establish a routine – put a written or visual plan up on the wall, set aside a particular place for completing homework. This may need to be flexible to take into account after school activities.  Where possible, plan ahead what you need to do.
· Your child may need a break before starting homework when they get home from school.

· Divide homework into manageable chunks.  Give short breaks between tasks.

· Encourage your child to produce ideas before they start written activities as it helps them to focus on what they need to write.  This can be done as a mind map (also known as a spider diagram). 
· Encourage your child to check over work when they have finished.  

· Can use computers to produce work.
· Books on CD or e-Reader are a good way for your child to ‘read’ material above their decoding skill level.  Encourage reading the book whilst listening.
