Helping your child at home with Maths  

Maths can be a subject full of fun and wonder.  There are lots of activities which can be done at home to support children with maths and to help them to become more curious about and confident with the subject.        

· Make maths as relevant as possible.  Maths is everywhere; when you go shopping, when you put petrol into your car, when you go for a walk.  Share everyday experiences of maths with your child e.g. estimating how many apples are in a bag, counting the number of steps aloud together when going up the stairs, adding quantities together when shopping, working out change in the shop or how long it might take to travel to a friend or grandparents’ house.  

· Be as practical as possible with maths and maths concepts.  Your school will be able to share some ideas with you.  Use items in and around your home e.g. ice cube trays to put small objects in when counting, writing numbers in salt or flour on a plate to help with number formation, drawing dots on the pavement in chalk to get a “feel” for a specific number then writing the corresponding number next to it.       

· Play board, dice, card and domino games together. 

· Play number games e.g. I’m thinking of a number above 5 but below 7.  A number line may also be useful when you start to play this game.
